For quite some time now, Nancy and  I have been concerned for the men who 
were once part of our weekly services, but have since been transferred to other 
prisons.  We have received many letters from these men asking us if we could 
start a ministry at their new prison.  Obviously with 33 prisons in Ohio we can 
not possibly start a ministry in all of them, but we have been praying that God 
would open the doors in two particular prisons where about 80% of our men are 
transferred to.  The problems with trying to get your foot in the door of 
another prison is that the chaplains at these prisons may have all the volunteers 
they need or they may not even have any open time or a physical place to hold 
another service.  The good news is we serve a God who is able to overcome all 
obstacles and problems.  Ephesians 3:20 “Now unto him that is able to do exceeding 
abundantly above all that we ask or think, according to the power that worketh in us.”  
Recently a chaplain at one of the prisons where we presently hold weekly 
services was transferred to one of the prisons that we have been trying to gain 
access to.  This chaplain has now promised to work us into their volunteer 
religious schedule starting next month.  PTL.  And just this week we heard from 
the chaplain in the other prison that we have been trying to get into.  He wants 
us to take over a long standing weekly religious service due to the retirement of 
the current religious volunteer.  Please pray for both of these new opportunities 
and especially for the latter.  It is never easy trying to step in and take over a 
work that has someone else has established.
